INTENTIONAL LOVE 

Remember when Peter cut off the ear of the servant of the 
high priest? And Jesus rebuked Peter and said to him, “Do you 
think that I cannot appeal to my Father, and he will at once send 
me more than twelve legions of angels? But how then should the 
Scriptures be fulfilled, that it must be so?” (Matt 26:53f). There 
were many Old Testament prophecies about Jesus. But that is not 
the point here. What is important to see is Jesus making the 
decisions in his life to make sure those prophecies are fulfilled. 
Indeed, he could have sent for those angels, but that would 
eliminate any chance of us being saved. That brief encounter with 
Peter shows us just how intentional Jesus’ love for us is. If we are 
to love as Jesus loved us, our love must also be intentional…
whatever the cost.
