These are helpful for the first responders who come into your home in the event of a 

medical issue. If you fill out the information, and keep it up-to-date, they will know 

immediately what medications you are taking, and any medical issues you may have. 

This helps them to help YOU as quickly as possible. They are for anyone to take and use. 

It has a magnetic strip, so keep it on your refrigerator or any magnetic 
surface in your kitchen. 

The first responders will look for it there.
